
Santa Plate 2025 

 
What are we asking you to do?   
 
We’d love for you to record a short video encouraging your friends, family and followers to make a Mary’s 
Meals Santa plate part of their Christmas Eve tradition. The Santa plates cost £10 and the idea is that 
children can leave it out for Father Christmas on Christmas Eve so that he can deliver 100 meals to 
hungry children around the world. It’s a beautiful way to gently encourage children to think about others at 
this special time, and for the duration of our Double The Love appeal, the impact of the Santa plates will 
be doubled – providing 200 meals for children who need them. 
 
 
Why are we asking for your help?  
 
With your help, we hope to increase awareness of the Santa plate and the overall likelihood that people 
might purchase one and therefore, feed more hungry children who are waiting for Mary’s Meals.

You might also want to consider:  
 

• Mentioning that our Double The Love appeal means their £10 will go twice as far and feed not 
100, but 200 hundred children with a nutritious school meal.  

• Sharing a little about your own Christmas Eve traditions with your family.  

• Explain a little about why you support Mary’s Meals and the work that we do. 

• Mentioning that they have to be ordered before 18th December to ensure delivery in time for 
Christmas.  

• Keeping the video short, anywhere from 20 seconds – to a couple of minutes maximum.  
 
 
Some suggested lines to include, but please adapt or change this as you feel comfortable:  
 

• This Christmas Eve, Ieave Santa the gift of 100 meals to deliver to hungry children as he travels 
around the world. Just £10 provides 100 school meals and with Mary’s Meals Double The Love 
appeal, your donation will be doubled.  

• Add some extra meaning to the magic of Christmas.
